What a wonderful, hot summer we had this year. Luckily, the up-

grade to our air handling units on the roof occurred just in time to 

make a significant difference to the temperature inside. Just a re-

minder to all in case we get a warm falléour air-tempering sys-

tem only works to cool your rooms if the windows are closed. 

Please ensure that when the temperature is over 20 Celsius that 

you keep your windows closed. It also only cools your room if 

you have your room door open so cooler air from the hallway can 

reduce the temperature in your room. 

 

There are other things that we can do to reduce heat and the cost 

of running Laurel Place. We still need your help with turning off 

lights that are not needed (like in the washrooms and the wall 

sconces), reducing wastage of water and supplies, and reducing 

the amount of garbage we produce. Did you know that we not 

only pay for water but we also pay for sewage!! They have got us ñcoming and goingò! If 

you have any other ideas about where we could save please share them with people around 

you. 

On October 25th we will host Surveyors from Accreditation Canada at Laurel Place. These 

highly qualified assessors will measure what we do and the services we provide to give us 

feedback with where we can improve. Your feedback on the ñClient Surveysò and the staff 

feedback, will be tallied to give us information of how you feel about what we do. We have 

asked some volunteers to help any residents complete the forms if you need help. Addi-

tional forms can be obtained from the Receptionist. The surveyors will be also visiting and 

assessing Selkirk Place in Victoria and Stanford Place in Parksville. Our sister sites in Sur-

rey, Fleetwood Place and Morgan Place, had their survey visit back in May and they re-

ceived a positive report and Accreditation Status. Being new, our other three Ahmon Group 

sites do a different process called an ñAccreditation Primerò. This will determine if we are 

far along enough after opening to apply for full Accreditation status. If you have any ques-

tions feel free to ask any leader about our up coming visit. You will be hearing and seeing 

more about this very soon. I am the Accreditation Coordinator for all of the five Ahmon 

Group facilities. I also am an Accreditation surveyor with Accreditation Canada so I know 

this process from both sides of the visit. Stay tuned for more!!
